Hotline which allows citizens to report vehicles that
they believe to be abandoned. The Hotline number
is (253) 5915926and is available 24 hours a day,
seven days a week.

Tacoma Municipal Code Section 11.05.230
prohibits parking or storage of any type of vehicle
on City right of way for more than 7 days.

An abandoned vehicle is a vehicle that has been
left on city streets for an extended period and may
have one or more of the following conditions.
